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For teachers in international schools which offer IB DP Chinese B, it is always a
challenge for them to prepare students for this vigorous and challenging programme.
Students who just start the IB DP Chinese B will find the course not easy, even they
have done IGCSE Chinese. How to deal with this challenge is the main goal of this
workshop. By first looking at the differences between the different curricula in IGCSE
and IB DP Chinese, the three speakers will offer some insights on how to deal with

these differences and better prepare students for IB DP Chinese. There will also be



group discussions and quizzes to engage the audience, and hopefully delegates will
gain new insights from this workshop and apply what they have learned in their

schools.
